3. Saturate well on horizontal surfaces,
after 15 minutes remove excess Hydro Seal
300™ by redistributing to a dry area.
Always back brush if over saturation occurs.
4. Hydro Seal 300™ should be applied to
saturation with an average 12 inch rundown

surfaces, apply two wet on wet coats.
On dense or polished surfaces, apply
a single, saturating coat.
